	3. TIME OF DELIVERY

The date of delivery of the Goods to the destination shall be the date of the calendar stamp in the railway waybill affixed by the railway station specified in the Specification/Annex to this Contract, or the date of the stamp in the CMR / air waybill on the arrival of the goods at the destination in the country of the Consignee, or

	4.1. The quality of the Goods must comply with the established standards and specifications of the manufacturer, as well as technical characteristics, additionally agreed by the Parties (in case of such additional agreement).

	5.5. All costs and fees of banks in the country of the Buyer and its correspondent Bank related to the performance of this Contract shall be borne by the Buyer, and all costs and fees of banks in the country of the Seller and its correspondent Bank shall be borne by the Seller.

5.6. The language of documents is English. Spelling errors, obvious typos that do not change the General meaning of the document are not considered as a discrepancy.

	6. ACCEPTANCE OF GOODS

	

	6.1. Acceptance of Goods by: 

• Invoice issued in the name of the BUYER, with the address of the consignee, name of PURCHASER, number and date of the signing of this contract, the full name of the goods in accordance with specification of this contract, the number of goods, amount of goods and other necessary information about the product – 4 original; 

* SELLER's packing list – 1 original and 2 copies; 

* Export Declaration – 1 original and / or 1 (scanned) copy. 

* Contract specification carried out by the Buyer/ Consignee.

	6.2. In case of detection at acceptance of Goods by quantity of shortage or loss of Goods, the Buyer is obliged, within 10 days to make the appropriate act with participation of the carrier in three copies, in detail specifying shortage or loss of Goods and to issue the complaint to the Seller according to Section 10 of this Contract.

	6.3. If the Goods are found to be damaged or not in accordance with the terms of this Contract, the Buyer shall make a complaint to the Seller in accordance with Section 10 of this Contract.

	6.4. Originals of acts or protocols of acceptance of the Goods by quantity the Buyer shall transfer to the Seller within 10 working days after signing of these acts.

	7. Responsibility of parties

	7.1. If the Seller does not ship or deliver the Goods within the time specified in Paragraphs 3.1., 3.2., of this Contract, the Seller pays the Buyer a penalty of 0.05% of the value not shipped or not delivered on time the Goods, for each day of delay, the total amount of fines for delay may not exceed 5% of the cost not shipped or not delivered on time the Goods on the terms of this contract.

7.1.1. In the event that the Seller delivers Goods that do not comply with Section 4 of this Contract, the Seller shall pay the Buyer a penalty of 20% of the amount in accordance with the Annex/ Specification to this contract.

	7.2. If the Buyer fails to make payment within the terms specified in Section 5 of this contract, the Buyer shall pay to the Seller a penalty in the amount of 0.05 % of the amount of the delivered Goods, for each day of delay, but not more than 5% of the amount owed after issuing a written claim of the Seller.

7.3. Payment of interest shall not release the parties from performance of their obligations under this Contract.

	8. PACKAGING AND LABELING

	

	8.1. The Seller ships the Goods in the Manufacturer's standard export packaging. 

8.2. Packaging of the Goods must comply with technical conditions and ensure the safety of the Goods during storage and transportation. 
8.3. Means of packaging and packaging are non-refundable, and their cost is included in the cost of the Contract. 
8.4. All accompanying, technical, financial and other Documentation is made in English and together with the Goods are sent to the Consignee (and / or BUYER).

	9. SHIPMENT AND NOTIFICATION PROCEDURE

	

	9.1. The seller informs the BUYER about the readiness of the Goods for shipment by facsimile 10 (ten) calendar days before the planned date of shipment.

	9.2. The seller shall notify the BUYER of the shipment by facsimile in advance of the arrival of the Goods. 

	10. FORCE MAJEURE

	

	10.1. Neither party shall be liable for any failure to perform its obligations in whole or in part if such failure results from circumstances such as flood, fire, earthquake and other natural disasters, as well as war or other hostilities occurring on the route to the final destination arising after the conclusion of this Contract.

	10.2. If any of these circumstances directly affected the performance of obligations within the period specified in the Contract, this period shall be proportionally postponed for the duration of the relevant circumstances.

	10.3. In the event that the above circumstances last more than 180 calendar days from their beginning, the Parties have the right to terminate this Contract, without any liability for damages to each other. In this case, the Seller is obliged to return to the Buyer all payments made by him, except for payments for already delivered Goods.

	10.4. The party for which the impossibility of performance of obligations has been created, shall notify the other Party in writing of the occurrence, expected duration and termination of the above circumstances within 5 days from the date of occurrence and termination.



	10.5. The facts stated above in the notification shall be confirmed by the Chamber of Commerce and industry or other authorized competent authority or organization of the respective country.


	10.6. Failure to notify or untimely notification deprives the Seller the right to invoke any of the above circumstances as grounds for exemption from liability for non-performance of obligations under this Contract.

	11. RESOLUTION OF DISPUTES

	

	11.1. All disputes and / or controversies arising out of or in connection with this Contract will be resolved as far as possible through negotiations between the Parties (including through the exchange of claims). Any dispute and / or disagreement that cannot be resolved through negotiations shall be referred for consideration and final resolution to the Economic court at the place of residence of the defendant.

	12. GUARANTEE

	

	The seller guarantees:

	12.1. For the manufacture of Goods under this Contract will be used quality materials that meet the state standard of the Seller, the international standard. High quality of technical production and Assembly will be provided, providing durability usual for the delivered type of Goods.

	12.2. The delivered Goods must be manufactured in full accordance with the description, specifications, or additionally agreed by The parties technical characteristics, also tested, and provides the stipulated quality.

	12.3. The above will constitute the sole indemnity to the Buyer and the sole liability of the Seller for breach of warranty.

	13. Contract term

	

	13.1. This Contract shall enter into force from the moment of its signing by the parties.

	13.2. The contract is valid until the Parties fulfill their obligations in full.

	14. OTHER CONDITION

	

	14.1. All changes and additions to this Contract are valid if they are made in writing, signed by both parties and sealed.

	14.2. Neither party shall have the right to transfer its rights and obligations under this Contract to third parties without the written consent of the other Party.

	14.3. Upon signature of this Contract, all prior negotiations and correspondence relating to this Contract shall be void and void.

	14.4. This Contract is made in two copies, in English, both texts having the same legal force.
